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NIJDOT makes emergency repairs
to Route 1/College Farm Road Bridge in
North Brunswick

After an inspection at the
ongoing construction of the Route 1/
College Farm Road Bridge in North
Brunswick, NJDOT discovered an
eroding bridge pier that threatened a
northbound traffic lane.

NJDOT expedited permanent
repairs to the bridge
pier to minimize
impact to motorists,
completing design
and construction
in about 48 hours.

The bridge was
closed to traffic as

a safety precaution
on Tuesday evening,
January 19.

“NJDOT staff and
contractors worked
around the clock
to return this vital
bridge to service,”
said NJDOT Acting
Commissioner Jim Simpson. “We
know it was a terrible inconvenience
for motorists, and we apologize
for that, but safety is always our
foremost concern.”

The bridge pier was reinforced
with stabilizing supports that will

The $24.1 million project replaces
the structurally deficient bridge
carrying Route 1 over an abandoned
Conrail line and two local access
roadways, North
Meriel Drive and
College Farm Road
in North Brunswick.
The bridge is being
replaced with a wider
structure, and the two
current connector
roads beneath the
structure will be
converted to a single
roadway. NJDOT
also will make safety
improvements on
Route 1 between
Milltown Road
and Ryders Lane
in North Brunswick. The existing,
unused railroad line will be removed,
permitting the construction of a
shorter, one span bridge and the
realignment of the access roadways
underneath. The project also features
new traffic signals on the adjoining

Bridge project aims to protect bald

NJDOT'’s replacement of the
Route 1 Bridge over the Millstone
River in West Windsor, Mercer
County and Plainsboro, Middlesex
County, is midway through
construction. The project takes place
in an environmentally sensitive area.

“Environmental factors posed
a real challenge to the design
and construction of the project.
Motorists might not realize it, but
bald eagles nest along the heavily
traveled Route 1 Corridor in Mercer
County. To ensure the nesting eagles
would not be adversely impacted
during construction, NJDOT has set
up a solar-powered webcam to keep
a watchful eye on the eagles,” said
John Campi, Project Manager.

“We have been working on this
webcam effort for about 2 years,”
said Brendan Brock, Environmental
Project Coordinator. It’s the
result of a partnership with the
Endangered and Nongame Species
Program, New Jersey Department
of Environmental Protection
(NJDEP) and the Conserve Wildlife

Foundation of New Jersey, a non-
profit organization dedicated to
supporting our state’s Endangered
and Nongame Species Program.
“We have been encouraged by the
popular public response to the
solar-powered Eagle Cam,” said
Brendan Brock.

“In addition to being our
national symbol, the bald eagle is
now a symbol of environmental
stewardship as well,” said Campi.
“It has been a great conduit for
place-based, wildlife education
without disturbing habitat, which
is a goal of the Department.”

The $18.8 million construction
project will replace the original
Route 1 Bridge that was
constructed in 1928 and upgraded
in 1960 with a new, concrete
bridge that will feature shoulders
and sidewalks. As part of the
project, NJDOT will also repair
and improve Route 1 between
Harrison Street in West Windsor
and Princeton-Plainsboro Road in
Plainsboro. The project that began
in March 2009 is expected to be
completed by December 2010.
